With the advent of doggie health care, daycare and designer clothing, Americans are
spending more each year on their pets. Pet spending in 2005 is expected to top $36
billion, according to the American Pet Products Manufacturers Association, with $2.4
billion being spent on services such as grooming, clothing and lodging. DOCit is a
practical addition to this booming market.
